information revealed in conversations in the novel is simply summarized however there are details in the novella which were
dropped for the novel while a drudge sara is said to have frequented a library in which she read books about women in rough
circumstances being rescued by princes and other powerful men in addition mr carrisford s illness is specified as liver trouble
after writing sara crewe burnett returned to the material in 1902 penning the three act stage play a little un fairy princess which
ran in london over the autumn of that year around the time it transferred to new york city at the start of 1903 with title was
shortened to a little princess it was a little princess in london but the little princess in new york burnett said that after the
production of the play on broadway her publisher charles scribner s sons asked her to expand the story into a full length novel
and put into it all the things and people that had been left out before the book was illustrated by ethel franklin betts and

published in 1905 under the full title a little princess being the whole story of sara crewe now being told for the first time
